Origins/Regions/Historical Notes: British pale ales for the Indian Empire were made to a higher than normal strength, and given more hops, to protect them on the journey. Hodgson is attributed with initializing IPA in the latter half of the 18th century and monopolized the export beer to India until about 1820.  A group of English homebrewers has reconstructed a recipe for original IPA.  It uses only pale malt, has an OG of 1.070 and uses 2.1 oz of Goldings per gallon. (@ 5% AA, 150 to 200 IBU, very bitter)  Hodgson’s original beer would have been draught shipped in wooden casks.
