If you have read Mike’s “What’s in Your Kettle?” you will note that Mike is stepping down as DRAFT 
president, Randy as VP, and Sandy Warren as secretary.  Come to the meeting prepared to nominate or 
volunteer for one of these positions.  Actually, since all officers are elected in November of each year for 
the following year, all board positions are open.  I have copied the applicable paragraphs pertaining to 
DRAFT Officers as follows: 
 
II 1. Officers: 
 
Section 1. The officers of DRAFT shall consist of the President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, 
and Newsletter Editor. Election of officers shall be held in November of each year. Officers will take 
office on January first and serve for one year. When elected, these officers shall serve as the Executive 
Board (herein referred to as EB) of the DRAFT organization. When conducting club business, all EB 
members shall act in the interest of the Corporation. Any officer having a financial interest in 
organizational interest shall make such interest known. An officer shall not vote on any item where they 
have a financial interest. Each officer may appoint members to assist them in the performance of their 
duties. The duties of members of the EB Officers are as defined as follows: 
 
President.  The President shall preside over all meetings, act as ex-officio member of all standing 
committees and serve as statutory agent. The President shall also be authorized to dispense Corporate 
funds along with the Treasurer. The President shall provide a statement of the continued existence of 
DRAFT to the Secretary of the State of Ohio as required. 
 
Vice President.    The Vice President shall preside over meetings in the absence of the President, 
schedule educational presentations of general interest for meetings of the memberships, provide 
opportunities for members to learn how to better brew and judge homebrew, and be responsible for inter-
club liaison. 
 
Treasurer.   The Treasurer shall collect and dispense Corporate funds, keep financial records, maintain 
checking account, receive all in-coming monies, and maintain membership records. The Treasurer shall 
provide monthly financial status reports to the EB and produce annual tax reports if required. In the 
absence of the President and Vice President, the Treasurer shall preside over meetings.Secretary. The 
Secretary shall record the minutes of the EB meetings and meetings of the membership, provide them for 
publication in the Newsletter, maintain correspondence for the Corporation, and be responsible for 
DRAFT publicity. In the absence of the President, Vice President, and Treasurer, the Secretary shall 
preside over meetings. 
 
Newsletter Editor.    The Newsletter Editor is responsible for publication of the DRAFT newsletter, its 
content and editorial policy. In this capacity, the Newsletter Editor shall receive and review all articles 
and advertisements submitted for publication.
